and breath-taking lighting combine to make this multi-award winning production the success it has  
become on the world’s stages.

Performance Details 
Le Grand Cirque performs eight weekly shows to include 8 p.m. performances Tuesday through Saturday and  
2 p.m. matinees on Wednesday, Thursday and Sunday (no shows on Monday). Adult ticket prices range from 
$35—$75, depending on location and $29.50 for children. To view a seating chart and matinee schedules and 
purchase tickets, visit cirquedestin.com. Tickets may also be purchased by calling 1-866-973-9610. Will call and 
ticket outlets are also located at the entry concession tent located adjacent to Grand Park. Discount tickets are 
available at Silver Sands Factory Stores Shopper Services and the Hilton Sandestin Beach. The two hour perform-
ance, which includes a 20 minute intermission, takes place in the Italian-style, fabric structured Grand Arena lo-
cated adjacent to Grand Park and is ideal for the entire family or a sophisticated night out on the town.
